Keypad will function stand alone or with externa keyboard
plugged into keypad Y connector. Start computer.

Mouse Pass-Thru Mode:
Select Switch to Mouse Pass-Thru mode. Plug keypad into laptop
with Dual-Port (KB/Mouse) compatible PS/2 port. Plug mouse

into keypad Y connector. Start computer.

The keypad has two modes of operation exactly like the keypad
section of a full size keyboard. This is its principle advantage
when used with laptop computers - to provide convenient access
to numbers and cursors that are not conveniently accessible on
most laptops. The NumLock key on the keypad controls whether
it outputs numbers or cursors keys.
