Installation:

The current keypad software supports operation under Windows 95/98,
Windows NT 4.0, and Windows 2000.

To install the keypad software, insert the disk provided into drive A: or B:
and type A:INSTALL (or B:INSTALL).  Simply follow the instructions that
appear on the screen.  The Micropad 633 Driver Program and the
GenCalc Adding Tape Machine Program will be installed on your
computer.   After installation is complete, you will notice that the Menu
items for the keypad software have been added to the Programs Menu
under Genovation, and a shortcut to the Driver Program placed in the
Startup folder.  The Driver Program is the main program that makes the
keypad work.  You will also notice that a keypad icon has been added to
the Taskbar Notification Area.  The keypad should be ready to use.

Keypad Operation:

When you launch the Keypad software, you will notice that a keypad
icon has been added to the Taskbar Notification Area (also known as the
System Tray). You will also notice the GenCalc icon has been added
too.  To access the keypad properties: right-click on the keypad icon in
the Taskbar Notification Area.  Context sensitive help is available for all
settings on the properties window.  Simply click on the question mark in
the upper-right corner of the properties window and then click on the
item in question.

GenCalc:



The keypad comes with GenCalc™ which is an on-screen paper tape
equivalent of an accountants paper tape calculator. It can be accessed
via its own icon running in the Taskbar Notification Area.  As an added
feature, you can access many of the functions of GenCalc using special
Hotkeys on your Genovation Keypad. For example, GenCalc can be
popped up and down without having to take your hands off of the
keypad.  The visual on-screen tape can then be scrolled and edited
(which is even better than the paper tape).  The final Total may be
transferred to any Windows program running underneath GenCalc by
using the special “Transfer Total” hotkey. Other commands and features
are available, please see the on-screen help for a listing.

Keypad Redefinition Software:
An added feature of this driver software is the ability to redefine the
output values of each key on the Genovation Keypad.  The Keypad
Redefinition Software is an added application that allows you to program
an entire macro to be output upon a key press on the keypad.  In
addition, you have the ability to program common Windows Shell
commands or to launch applications.  The customization has very few
limits.  The Keypad Redefinition Software is automatically installed on
your machine and can be accessed via the Start Menu, or from the
properties window of the Driver Program itself.

Problems and Solutions:
In some situations there may be a conflict between the external COM
Port and an internal COM device.  The problem occurs when devices try
to use the same Interrupt Request (IRQ) number.  An IRQ is a number
that is assigned to each physical device in your computer and it needs to
be unique for all of them.  The solution to an IRQ conflict can be difficult
to track down.  Look under “Start -> Settings -> Control Panel ->System-
> Device Manager” for a list of all IRQs and their assignments.  Be
advised that resolving an IRQ conflict can require some computer
expertise.  It’s best to have a local technician assist you, but if you don’t
know anybody that can help, then feel free to contact our technical
support team (as described on previous page).
